HY/2012/06 : 
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The Environmental Protection Department (EPD) has formulated a programme, as a long term measure, under the North District Sewerage Master Plan 
(SMP) to provide public sewerage in Kau Lung Hang (including Tai Hang and Nam Wa Po). Drainage Services Department acts as works agent to implement the 
recommended programme progressively to cater for the present and future development needs. The programme is being implemented in phases and the 
proposed trunk sewers along the realigned Tai Wo Service Road West fall within the boundary of Contract No. HY/2012/06. In order to avoid repeated road 
openings and any interface problems that may arise from multiple contractors working on the same works site, Drainage Services Department entrusted 
about 1.2km gravity trunk sewers ranging from 250mm to 450mm in diameter between Tai Hang and Nam Wa Po to Highways Department  for construction 
under Contract No. HY/2012/06. This section of trunk sewer comprises a major part of the proposed sewerage system to convey sewage collected from Wai 
Tau, Tai Hang and Nam Wa Po to Shek Wu Hui sewage treatment works for proper treatment and disposal. This will minimize the release of pollutants into 
the environment and bring sustainable improvement to the water quality of Ng Tung River and Deep Bay. (The content is partly extracted from the website 
of Drainage Services Department and  Paper No. CB(1) 1119/11-12(07) of Legislative Council Panel on Environmental Affairs)  

The challenges in construction of the proposed trunk sewers in Contract No.HY/2012/06 include (i) complicated interface management with adjacent construction 
contracts, (ii) unfavorable ground conditions at formation level for laying sewer pipes such as high groundwater table and presence of significant thickness 
of alluvium layers, (iii) deep excavation for sewer pipes laying within limited working space, (iv) proper protection to maintain services of existing utilities; and 
(v) construction works across the junction of existing village accesses. Our engineering team worked hard to overcome these challenges by adopting effective 
management, planning and supervision to obtain the most appropriate engineering solutions in timely manner. At several critical locations, trenchless pipe 
jacking method was used to minimize the scale of disturbance to existing traffic at the road junctions of Tai Hang and Nam Wa Po.
