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Commissioning of Kau Lung Hang Vehicular Bridge 

Kau Lung Hang Vehicular Bridge (the Bridge) was commissioned on 20 August 2016, providing convenience 
access to Tai Wo, Yuen Leng and Kau Lung Hangôs residents. The construction works of the Bridge was 
commenced at the end of 2014 after completion of land clearance, the construction process requires to 
overcome the difficulties and time constraint of working over MTR tracks. The timely completion of the Bridge 
within 24 months relies on the professionalism of the project team and diligence of relevant departments and 
companies, and the great support from the nearby residents.  
 

The construction of the Bridge spanning over Fanling Highway and MTR East Rail Line was a challenging task. 
The bridge deck was comprised of 30 numbers of about 28m long precast concrete beams weighing 56 tonnes 
each.  The project team considered the limitation in working space and its close proximity to the dwelling,  
arranged to cast the precast beams at the pre-casting yard. This not only could highly reduce the time of 
construction comparing to the in-situ one but also could minimize the inconvenience caused to nearby residents, 
and to avoid any disturbance to the busy traffic of Fanling Highway and train services of MTR East Rail Line in 
daytime.  
 

The lifting operation of the precast beams had to be carried out at midnight, with full closure of Fanling Highway 
southbound or northbound. In the meantime, precast concrete beams were lifted in position and temporarily 
restrained onto the pier heads of the Bridge. The process for lifting and installation of the precast beams required 
high accuracy of technique. The project team closely monitored every construction procedure and lifting 
operation to ensure the quality and safety of the works, the provision of MTR East Rail Line train services and 
the re-opening of Fanling Highway as scheduled to avoid any impact to the busy traffic in the morning.  
 

For the construction works of the Bridge spanning over MTR East Rail Line, the project team closely communicated 
with MTR at the pre-construction planning stage, carried out precast beam trial lifting operation to reduce the 
risks in actual operation, and erected the temporary working platform to isolate the construction works at the 
bridge deck and the operation of railway below bridge deck at day times. Every detailed operation and construction 
activity had been discussed and obtained MTRôs consent to ensure normal railway operation and safety of the 
workers and public. Moreover, the lifting operation could only be carried out during the 2-hour restricted periods 
after suspension of the train service and isolation of the high voltage overhead lines at the very early morning of 
Sunday or public holiday. Due to the site constraint, two mobile cranes were operated simultaneously to complete 
the lifting of one precast beam as far as 35m. This process was highly challenging.  
 

The construction of associated pedestrian walkway and the lifts of the Bridge is in process and will tentatively be 
completed in phase within a year. At that time, the public could be benefited from the ñuniversally accessibleò 
environment of the Bridge.
